Introduction: “Wanna get away...?”” Exposed!

1. A mountaintop experience.
“After six days Jesus took with him Peter, James and John the brother of James, and led them up a
high mountain by themselves. There he was transfigured before them. His face shone like the sun,
and his clothes became as white as the light.” v.1-2

- The mountain

2. Let’s “capture the moment!”
Peter said to Jesus, ““Lord, it is good for us to be here. If you wish, | will put up three shelters—one
for you, one for Moses and one for Elijah.” v.4

- Ministry happens more than the mountaintops

3. Eveninglory, Jesus’ heart reaches to us.
When the disciples heard this, they fell facedown to the ground, terrified. But Jesus came and
touched them. “Get up,” he said. “Don’t be afraid.” v.6-7

- His goal is not glory; His glory

4. Seeing no one but Jesus.
“When they looked up, they saw no one except Jesus.” V.8
- Study your Savior wherever you go.
