February 10, 2008 

Genesis 3:1-15 
 Now the serpent was more crafty than any of the wild animals the LORD God had made. He said 
to the woman, "Did God really say, 'You must not eat from any tree in the garden'?" The woman 
said to the serpent, "We may eat fruit from the trees in the garden, but God did say, 'You must 
not eat fruit from the tree that is in the middle of the garden, and you must not touch it, or you 
will die.' "  "You will not surely die," the serpent said to the woman. 5 "For God knows that when 
you eat of it your eyes will be opened, and you will be like God, knowing good and evil." When the 
woman saw that the fruit of the tree was good for food and pleasing to the eye, and also desirable 
for gaining wisdom, she took some and ate it. She also gave some to her husband, who was with 
her, and he ate it.  Then the eyes of both of them were opened, and they realized they were 
naked; so they sewed fig leaves together and made coverings for themselves.  Then the man and 
his wife heard the sound of the LORD God as he was walking in the garden in the cool of the day, 
and they hid from the LORD God among the trees of the garden.  But the LORD God called to the 
man, "Where are you?"  He answered, "I heard you in the garden, and I was afraid because I was 
naked; so I hid." And he said, "Who told you that you were naked? Have you eaten from the tree 
that I commanded you not to eat from?"  The man said, "The woman you put here with me—she 
gave me some fruit from the tree, and I ate it."  Then the LORD God said to the woman, "What is 
this you have done?" The woman said, "The serpent deceived me, and I ate."  So the LORD God said 
to the serpent, "Because you have done this,  "Cursed are you above all the livestock and all the 
wild animals! You will crawl on your belly and you will eat dust all the days of your life.  And I will 
put enmity between you and the woman, and between your offspring and hers;  he will crush  your 
head, and you will strike his heel.”

The Temptation of Jesus  
 Jesus, full of the Holy Spirit, returned from the Jordan and was led by the Spirit in the desert, 
where for forty days he was tempted by the devil. He ate nothing during those days, and at the 
end of them he was hungry. The devil said to him, "If you are the Son of God, tell this stone to 
become bread."  Jesus answered, "It is written: 'Man does not live on bread alone.'” The devil led 
him up to a high place and showed him in an instant all the kingdoms of the world. And he said to 
him, "I will give you all their authority and splendor, for it has been given to me, and I can give it 
to anyone I want to. So if you worship me, it will all be yours." Jesus answered, "It is written: 
'Worship the Lord your God and serve him only.'" The devil led him to Jerusalem and had him stand 
on the highest point of the temple. "If you are the Son of God," he said, "throw yourself down from 
here. For it is written: " 'He will command his angels concerning you to guard you carefully; they 
will lift you up in their hands, so that you will not strike your foot against a stone.'" Jesus 
answered, "It says: 'Do not put the Lord your God to the test.’ ” When the devil had finished all this 
tempting, he left him until an opportune time.
