This is the 
great and first commandment.  And a second is like it: You shall love your neighbor as yourself.   On these two 
commandments depends all the Law and the Prophets.”     Matthew 22:37-40 (ESV) 
 
Each January, the President of the United States gives a "state of the union" address.  In it he hopes to inform 
Congress and our citizens as to:  how we have done, where we are, and what as a nation he hopes to do in 
the coming year. 
 
Some churches do this regularly as well.  Of course, we keep all kinds of statistics here at Grace as well, and 
you might find them interesting.  While I am a bit reluctant to do a "state of the church" report each year (more 
on that later), I do like to see how trends are moving over a series of years, and since I've been your pastor 
through five Christmases, perhaps now is as good a time as any.   
 
The news is encouraging.  Thanks and praise be to God in Christ Jesus our Lord!  Here's some "data points:" 
 

Worship 
This past Christmas was a real record setter!  We typically add up attendance figures for all Christmas 
services, including Christmas Eve and Christmas Day.  The highest total we had ever had was last year, with 
attendance of 1,128.  This year, we were blessed to serve 1,453 souls with a Christmas message of God's 
grace to us in Christ Jesus.  Praise God!  This shows an increase over the last five years of nearly 50%. 
 
Sunday worship attendance continues to grow, but perhaps not exactly in the way you might imagine.  Five 
years ago, total worship attendance at both services was 375 and today we see a 12-month average of 475, 
an increase of 26%.  During our school year, that number averages almost 500.  But our greatest increase has 
been at our early, traditional service, where we have grown from 110 to 160 in average attendance, an 
increase of 45%.  Our contemporary service has also grown, but a bit more slowly, showing an increase of 
12%.  The biggest reason for that is our limitations of parking, since we only have 130 parking spaces available 
in our primary lot, which quickly fills at our 11:00 service.  Great problems to have, with a fix on the way -- more 
on that later. 
 
Our elders have also supported the "rotation" of communion services so that the Lord's Supper is available 
every Sunday to those who are willing to also rotate their time and style of worship.  This has also allowed us 
to expand our altar guild and gotten more people involved in the preparation of Holy Communion at those 
services.  Thanks to Susan and Glenn Stokes and Tasha Rodriquez for their servant leadership in this area.

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Outreach and New Members 
We've also been blessed to receive into membership 280 adults and children in the past four plus years, an 
average of 60 people per year.  Of the 156 adults received, 110 have been confirmed into faith and 42 adults 
and 74 children have been baptized.  Compare this to the national average for our church body, in which only 
20% of our congregations baptized two or more adults in the last year.  God continues to draw people to 
Himself and His saving grace through this family of God in Pocatello! 
 
As I noted earlier, I am a bit reluctant to give an annual "statistical report" on membership and other numbers, 
as in the end, all growth comes by the work of the Holy Spirit and not how clever we are or how hard we work.  
But it never hurts to see how God has been working through us over a period of years, which this report 
hopefully accurately reflects. 
 

Finances 
As you may remember, we went through a "triple whammy" financial crisis three years ago (enrollment and 

economy dip as well as financial mismanagement).  I am thrilled to report 
that both church and school are solidly "in the black" and our accountability 
procedures have produced tremendously accurate projections and actuals 
over the last year and a half.  So much so that we have not had to use any 
of our line of credit since last summer, and should only need to use it very 
little (if at all) in the coming months, and not at all in the following year.  We 
have had tremendously generous donors in our moment of need and in an 
ongoing manner.   
 
We have been blessed by your generosity and in special gifts that allowed 
us to "ease into" the addition of Pastor Mike Suelzle, and it is our hope to 
add a third person to our "pastoral team" in the person of Mr. Jim Von Busch 
this coming July.  Thanks to God for working faithfully through your gifts to  

                                                      do ministry here at Grace. 
 

Future Plans 
You may have attended one or more meetings in which we have shared plans for expanding our ability to 
serve more people with the Gospel through our church and school.  As I have told Mr. Flicker, my hope is that 
our school can, within the next three years, serve 500 students between our childcare and schools, and our 
congregation serve 800 souls in worship every week.  To do this will require significant changes and expansion 
to our facility and parking.  With the Ballard Building having been denied us, our plans for remaining on our 
current site are invigorating! 
 
It is our hope to break ground this Spring on a building and parking expansion.  Initial talks with the City have 
been excellent, and with the successful sale of our lower campus (in which we have had encouraging interest), 
we will successfully unite our two campuses and provide growth opportunities for our early childhood and 
daycare ministries.  Expanding our parking initially by approximately 50 spaces will increase our capacity at 
worship and other events by about 30%.  This would allow for us to grow to about 600 in worship in this "phase 
1."  Funding for this will come through the sale of lower campus and the savings we will realize in combining 
our two campuses. 
 
Additional phases will include a gymnasium, even more parking, and ultimately, a sanctuary expansion.  Our 
second phase will hinge on the successful sale of the vacant land which is between us and Applebee's.  
Please keep these in your prayers -- that God will open those doors to aid us in the mission He has given us to 
reach as many as possible for Jesus Christ. 
 

Simple Church 
Finally, and most importantly, true "growth" happens when God's people grow in faith and action in response to 
His indescribable love to us in Christ.  Thus, "simple church" -- a way of focusing our energies on those things 
that "matter most" -- to love the Lord our God with all our heart -- and love our neighbor as well.  As our Lord 
Jesus has said, these two commands sum up all the instruction of God.   



Therefore, I encourage you this new year to think and pray carefully about how you might see that all three 
"simple church" ideas are addressed in your own walk with Christ.  My encouragement:  Commit to weekly 
church attendance, where we grow in our knowledge of God's great love to us in a fundamental way.  Don't let 
worship be "the first thing to go" when your life gets busy.  Come and be refreshed by His grace in the 
presence of your church family.  Invite a friend to know and experience what you know firsthand.  Second, pray 
about how you might serve and love others within the family of God.  If you've never been part of a small 
group, start with soup and salad, or join a sermon-based small group for one term - usually about 8 weeks.  
You'll get connected to others in a new way, and your needs will be met at a new level of care.  Finally, 
consider how you might use your gifts and abilities to serve others who may have no connection to Grace (or 
grace).  Perhaps you can help at the new crisis pregnancy center.  Maybe you can volunteer with United Way.  
Maybe you could serve meals, or volunteer at the hospital or go with a group to Mexico or Uganda.  Maybe we 
can expand our Angel tree or prison ministry.  Let's see where God will lead! 
 
There is so much for us to be thankful for, and I hope the preceding has given you much to praise God about 
as a member of Grace Lutheran Church.  It's my prayer that this new year you will experience the reality of 
God's love for, in, and through you in many, many ways.  Thanks be to God for His indescribable gift!
